Unity in Diversity in Indian Culture

Radha Kumud Mukherji has remarked that such a man fails to find unity in
diversity. the simple in complex, the individual in the typical or common. It is fallacious
to think that India lacked all cultural unity in the past, since the phenomenon is the
outcome of recent events, the British rule among them. The ideal of cultural unity is
not new to India, it is a concept which was common to Indians in the past. The seers
who gave birth to Indian culture were perfectly aware of the unity in India, the unity
that derives from many common and uniform elements. This unity can be
comprehended easily by understanding the unity that exists in various fields.

(1) Geographical unity — India, like every other country has its own fixed
boundaries that are natural. India is limited within boundaries that are evidences of a
geographical unity, a unity which baffles the scholars who themselves live in small
European countries and find it difficult to comprehend how such a large country with
so much variety of nature can be united. The very name Bharatvarsha implies a
historical significance that symbolizes unity. The name is not born of geographical
necessity but is concerned with the ideal of chakravarti. This name. the chief

characteristic of which is unity, has always occupied an important place in the minds of
religious thinkers. political philosophers and poets since each has conceived ot the
country as a single expanse from the Himalayas to Cape Comorin, a country ruled by
one king. It is for this unity that they have expressed admiration and love. Exven today
when we address our country as Mother India, it includes the realization ol a
geographical unity.

People of the North
as well as of the South accepted Sanskrit. At the same time Sanskrit has become the
language of Hindu culture and all classics were composed in this language. It was in the
protective atmosphere of Hindu culture and Sanskrit that this land of many languages
became one nation. Sanskrit was the ancient language of India, used in common
converse many centuries before Christ, but in three or four centuries B.C. Prakrit
language spread in the country, a language which resembles Sanskrit. At the same tine
Sanskrit was the language of the scholars and prakrit that of the common people.

(5) Political Unity—— The Political unity of the country is in fact an ottshoot ot the
rebigious and cultural unity that  has characterised India in the past.

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Status of Women Education in Assam

Introduction
Any study of civilization is incomplete without the study of the status and

position of women in it. Women constituted the keystone in the arch of any
civilization. One of the best ways to understand the spirit of civilization and to
appreciate its excellences and to realize its limitations is to study the history of the
position and status of women in it. Kothari Education commission, therefore, rightly
asserted that, “There can not be an educated people without educated women. If
general education has to be limited to men or to women, then opportunity should be
given to women for then, it would most truly be passed on to the next generation.”
Status of women Education in Assam

The literacy rate of girls in Assam is found to be very low when it is compared with
the other states like Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh etc. It has been found
that there is an urgent need for the improvement of women education especially in the
higher level of education. Because, when compared with the males, the females of
Assam show comparatively a very low literacy rate, moreover the number of
enrolments in different fields of higher education like medical, engineering, degree
courses etc., the females show very less number of enrolment. So for the upgradation of
females. urgent need is felt for finding out the reasons for the slow progress of females
and to provide necessary solution in this aspect.

The literacy rate in India is 74.04% as per census, 2011. The literacy rate in case of
females is 65.46% and that of males is 82.14%. which symbolises the wide gap of
Iteracy between the two sexes. When referred in the context of Assawm, the literacy rate
1s recorded to be 73.28% . the literacy rate of females is found to be 67.27% and tilat of
;nu!e-lj.~ 78.81% which is also found to be relatively high when compared with the
Crdies,

To conclude. we can say that as per the census report 2011, its literacy rate is
73.18% with the urban areas showing a higher rate at 88.83% and the rural areas with
<0.44% statistically, males and females have a discrepancy in their literacy rate but still
the urban females at 67.27% are much higher than the all India female literacy rate
which is 65.46%. But this does not represent the overall progress as it is the literacy rate

of urban females only and the rural females are much more lagging behind in achieving
higher education.

According to the UNESCO, “Education needs to reorient its own programmes to
include the changes required to promote sustainable development. Improving the
quality of education and reorienting its goals to reorganize the importance of
sustainable development must be one of the world’s highest priorities”. Education is
the most important tool for individuals to improve personal contribution, build
capacity levels, and effective utilisation of available opportunities and choices for a
sustainable development. However, simply imparting information can be of no use if
the entire system of education is reoriented to instill sustainable thoughts and practices
among its recipients.

He said, “Vedas are the
oldest text of the human race and agni meele purohitam is the first verse of Rig Veda.
In the most primordial time. when the people did not know how even to cover their
bodies and lived by hunting and housed in caves, Indians had attained high civilization
and they gave the world universal philosophies in the form of the Vedas.” When agni
meele purohitam was replayed the entire audience stood up in silence as a mark of
respect for the ancient Indian Sages.

Sanskrit is the most precise and therefore suitable language for computer
software. (a report in forbes magazine, July 1987)

* Aryabhatta was the first in the line of great mathematician-astronomers from the
classical age of Indian mathematics and Indian astronomy. The place-value system, first
seen in the 3rd century in Bakhshali Manuscript, was clearly in his work. Aryabhatta
was the first mathematician to use the concept of zero. Aryabhatta worked on the
approximation for pi ( 17 ), and might have come to the conclusion that 77 is irrational.

In cooperation with governments, scientists and non-govermental organization
around the world, the JUCN works to maintain the complex biodiversity that
maintains the balance of the planetary ecosystenn. Every creature— has a place in that
great machine that is the ecosystem, and the unnatural loss of any species can have
significant consequences on the rest of the biosphere.

Steps for Conservation

There are currently 3079 animals and 2655 plants classified as Endangered world
wide, compared with 1998 levels of 1102 and 1197 respectively. Therefore, we must take
steps for conservation of these Endangered species in the following manners :

i)  One of the most important ways to help threatenent plants and animals
survive is to protect thier habitats.

ii) If you know some one who lives on a farm, encourage him to keep patches of
bush as wild life habitats and to leave old trees standing, especially those with
hollows suitable for nesting animals.

iii) By removing rubbish and weeds and replanting with natives. This will also
encourage native animals to return.

iv) Make space for our wildlife.

v) Build a bird feeder and establish a birdbath for the neighborhood birds.

vi) Do not use harmful chemicals in your garden or home.

Conclusion :

Zoos have an essential role in conservation Back in the 60’s, Ilis already said that,
“the animal of Africa have been reduced by 80% within the last hundred years and 600
species of animals are tottering on the brink of extinction” Currently zoos have their
own programmes to help in case of dwindling population.

Botanical name-The botanical name of
Brahmi is Bacopa Monnieri
Genus—Bacopa
Other name — the other name of Brahmi is Bacopa, Babies tear, Nirbrahmi, Indian
Pennywort. In English it is commonly known as the ‘Herb of Grace.’
The Brahmi plant which derives its name from Lord Brahma, has been in use for
almost 3,000 years.
Brahmi is the small creeping herb with numerous branches. It grows to a height of
2-3 feet and its branches are 10-35 cm long. It has oval shaped leaves that are 1-2 cm
long and 3-8 mm broad is bitter in taste. It’s small tubular, five petaled flowers are
grown which are white, purple in colour.
LOCATION
Brahmi is found in marshy areas near streams and ponds throughout India
especially in the North-Eastern region.

sexual advances or has been punished purposely as a witch by some authority who
wanted to grab her land or property. A 2010 estimate shows that between the period
1995 to 2009, a total of 2500 women were killed as witches. The inhuman practice 1s
mostly common in the poor northern states of Jharkhand, Bihar and Chattisgarh.
Witch hunts are also taking place in states like Assam and west Bengal where tea
garden workers and Adivasis consist governing major portion of the community.

The practice of witch hunting is prevalent in Assam since 2001. Witch hunting is
still very common in districts of Goalpara, Kokrajar, Chirang, Baska, Sonitpur,
Udalguri, Tinsukia, Dhemaji etc. Between 2006 and 2010, 81 cases of witch hunting
were reported. Out of them, 57 victims were physically tortured and the rest were
brutally killed. Most interestingly the events took place in such backward regions and
localities of the state where literacy and healthcare rates are negligibly low. Once a man
or a woman is castigated as witch, she will be exposed before the community where the
process of confirmation will take place. In Assam, generally two methods are adopted
to brand a woman as a witch. First, if any death occurs in the village community due to
some unknown diseases not identified and a woman is suspected being the evil doer.
everybody accepts her to be the witch. According to the second method. the branded
witch is generally covered with a fish net and tortured brutally with the teeth of pig.
Usually even the sick person is also severely tortured so that he/she spells out the name
of t,he‘witch and in most cases such an ill person to get rid of the brutalities spells the
name of anybody against whom he/she has a personal grudge. During such atrocities
and unbearz;ble 1,—01'ture., woman identified as witch generally breaks dowu to the pomt
to forcefully accept herself as a witch. ()ll(ﬂ(‘,.(‘,()lll1['[1“‘(1.‘ such a woman is either l\i.llm{. or
chased away from the village.

I had to take shelter in a relative’s house in another village for
months along with my daughter, son, son-in-law and grandson.” .

The story takes the most pathetic turn as when Rashmi’s elder daughter trying to
protest against the injustice incurred upon her mother and siblings was threatened by
the nephew too, to be pronounced as a witch which traumatized her to an extent to
create a fear psychosis in her which ultimately led her to commit suicide.

Case Study 2

KhedaiBalaRabha : A resident of Satabari village in Goalpara.

She lives in constant fear by being accused by the villagers as witch practicing
black magic. She too was victim of some individuals of the community who had
planned to grab her land left to her after her husband’s demise. She too was driven out
of the village. In her own word :

“One day, some villagers called me to the village school. When I reached there, they
beat me so severely that I became unconscious. My sons arrived at the scene and started
pouring water on my head. But the atrocities did not end and I had to leave the village
and take shelter at a relative’s place for three months. Though we have returned, the
villagers have snapped all relations with us and we are socially boycotted.”

Case Study 3 -

Garbo Murmu, 55, and his wife Muni Hajda, 45, an Adivasi couple of Gosaigaon
sub-division in Kokrajher district in lower Assam were brutally tortured with sharp
weapons by attackers from their own community on the night of 18th October 2009.
The attackers who branded them a witch couple, entered their house when they were

asleep inside their hovel at the Ramendrapur relief camp. After attacking them for

Although
accusations of withcheraft are made against women who live on the margins of the
society, evidences also show how powerful women too became targets of this heinous
condemnation.

misinterpreted as diabolic measures. Her tremendous faith in God and her attachment
to the supreme source of wisdom were never considered spiritual.

She was
burnt at the stake as a witch on the argument that her claims of direct communication
with God were heretical and an act of disobedience to the Church.

“ The twenty years old girl, her head crowned with miter reading relapsed, heretic
apostate, idolater,” was placed high on the pyre so the flames would reach her slowly.
...And when the people satisfied themselves and watched her die, tied to the stake. the
hangman built up a large fire on Joan’s corpse, and flesh turned to ashes.” But
contemporary reports mentioned that Joan’s heart was found, unconsumed and full of
blood, when her ashes were gathered up to be thrown in the river.

So let us conclude the argument cherishing the unyielding ferocity of female
strength and wisdom that will essentially continue to address humanity with
tremendous faith that they are the harbinger of creation, the creator of the greatest
miracle that can happen on this earth because they can beget life. So women cannot be
and should not be castigated as witches but always be made prominent as beings who

can perform the greatest miracle-being mother, the most pious form of femininity.
