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CHARGES OF INCOME TAX

Tamojit Das
TDC, 6th Semester

Income Tax Act. has given the authority to charge tax on the income of
the previous year of every person whose total income during that previous year
is more than the exemption limit i.e. maximum amount which is not chargeable
to tax. Income tax is chargeable in the assessment year at any rate but in some
cases income tax may charge in respect of the income of a period other than
the previous year, subject to the provisions of this Act. ‘

Income tax shall also be deducted at source or paid in advance, in the
previous year itself, when it is deductible or payable under the Income Tax Act.

Slab Rate for the Assessment Year 2018-2019

Income tax is chargeable on the total income of an assessee at the rate
prescribed in the Finance Act. Following are the rate of income tax on slab rate
of income tax for various assessee :

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GST : An Outlook

GST stands for goods and service tax. It is an indirect tax on goods and
services which has replaced all the previously existing indirect taxes imposed
by the Centre and States in India. This system has been introduced since 1st
July, 2017. Earlier to GST, the major indirect taxes imposed by the central
government are Excise duty, Custom duty and Service Tax and the major
indirect taxes imposed by the state governments are : VAT/Sale Tax, Octrio /
entry tax, Entertainment tax and Luxury tax. Now all these indirect taxes
previously imposed are eliminated by GST.

Special features of GST are as follos :

(a) Single tax system : Since all the indirect taxes previously imposed in
India have been eliminated by GST, it is callsed a single tax system.

(b) Uniform tax : Earlier to GST, the different indirect taxes with the
different rates had been prevailing in the states. GST has brought about a
uniform tax system across the all states in the country. Now the government
of India has implemented 5 slabs of GST for all the goods and services
throughout the country.

(c) Comprehensive/ Multi-state tax : In the earlier tax system, the taxes
Jevied on the goods (excise duty, custom duty and VAT/Sale Tax) and. taxes
on services (services taxes) are different. Under GST system, only one tax
called GST has been imposed on both the goods and services. Moreover, it
is imposed on every stage in the supply chain. So it is called a comprehensive
and multi-stage tax.

(d) Destination based consumption tax : GST will be levied at the point
of consumption (the destination) to where the goods have been supplied /
transfered, not at the point of origin at which the goods have been manufactured.

(e) Online tax system : Under GST, all the activities such as registration
return filling and tax payments have to be done in online through GST portal.
So business are now moving from pen and paper invoicing and filling to online

return filing and making payments.
The government of India has implemented 5 categories / slabs of GST -
0%, 5%, 12%, 18% and 28%.
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No tax (0%) slab (basic items) :

Goods : Food grains milk, fruits, vegetables, salt, bread, printed books.

Services : All hotels and lodges carrying a tariff below Rs. 1000.

Petrol, diesel, alcoholic liquour, aviation turbine fuel and electricity are ot
part of GST yet.

5% slab (mass consumption)

Goods : Skimmed milk powder, fish fillet, frozen vegetables, coffee, tea,
fertilizers. .

Services : Smal restaurants along with transport services like railways apq
airways.

Hotels and lodges carrying tariff below Rs. 7500.

12% slab (middle class people)

Goods : Frozen meat product, butter, juices, medicine.

Services : Business class air ticket.

18% slab

Goods : Flavoured refined sugar, safety glass, fans, chocolates, preserved
vegetables, preparation for facial make-up, detergent.

Services : Restaurants located inside hotels with tariff of Rs. 7500 and
above, IT and Telecom services.

28% slab (luxury items)
Goods : Automobiles, motorcycles, vacuum cleaner, cement.
Services : Five star hotes, movie tickets, betting casinos.

Products going to be costlier under GST : Banking and mobile services,
luxury items- DTH, healthcare, diamonds, hotels.

Products going to be cheaper under GST : Milk, fruits, eggs, tea, coffee

There are three components of GST- CGST, SGST and IGST, CGST
stands for Central Goods and Service Taxes imposed the central government
SGST stands for State Goods and Services Taxes imposed the Stat
Governments. IGST stands for Integrated Goods and Services Tax imposed
on the inter-state trade and shared between the centre and the state. Now the
government of India has adopted the dual GST model. It means that two type®
of GST that is CGST and SGST / IGST has been imposed on every good
and service at a time. CGST and SGST have been imposed on the productio”

Advantage of GST :

It will encourage the domestic investment and trade along with the foreign
investment since now a businessman has to pay only one tax which is
GST.

It will bring transperency in the tax system by removing all the hidden taxes
in the supply chain.

After GST both the sale and purchase transaction details have been stored
in the government records and so it will discourage the black marketing.
All activities related to GST like registration, return filing, application for
refund and response to notice need to be done in online on the GST portal
which speeds up the process.

The coordination between the state and centre will be improved as there
is not management of various taxes that existed previously.

Disadvantages of GST :

The charged system of GST will lead to increased costs of purchasing
new software and training of employees / employing GST professional. All
these mean and increse in operational cost.

The small and medium enterprises do not have enough IT resources to

upload so many returns in a year. They may find it difficult to cope with

the system requirements.

India has not gone for a full GST. Major items like the petroleum products "
electricity, real estate and alcohol which are the key inputs into production .

are not the part of GST.

The effect of GST is felt even on those items (basic / essential items)
which have zero tax. Basic items may have zero rate of tax but the services
involved in their transportation, store and accounts are included in GST.

So their prices have gone up.

Whether to make different bills for different products or to maintain
separate tax invoice in the same bill is matter of confusion for the small
shopkeeper serving various types of items with different GST slabs. The
